
1. All entrants must have valid Fla. Fishing license. Maximum of 4 anglers per boat, 3
anglers per Junior boat. Digital camera required- Boat responsibility.

2. Gentlemen’s start at safe light.
3. Tournament boundaries, Collier and Lee County navigable waters.
4. Score tables from 2PM-4PM sharp

Luncheon begins at 3:30PM Auction closes promptly at 4:30 PM, Awards
ceremony at 5:00 PM, . Non-Anglers must pre pay.

5. Coast Guard rules apply to boat specs.
6. Line size is open.
7. No assistance from anyone during tournament.
8. Judges rule is final.
9. Entry fees are non refundable.
10.Winners may be subject to a polygraph.
11. Cameras and score cards must be turned in to tournament judges by 4PM, no

exceptions.
12. Tournament hours safe light to 4PM. Score tables open 2PM to 4PM.
13. Tournament format 5pts. per species. 1 species per boat counts possible 100

points total. Juniors and Ladies Division also count as boat points on family boats.
14. Juniors only boats must have parental consent signed on Junior Registration form.
15 Must possess a boaters license from one angler on each boat in the Junior

Division. STATE LAW!
16. All Juniors only boats must pre register by Oct. 8th
17. Juniors only boats - all points go to boats-no individual points.

Paybacks: (based on 30 boat entry)
Boat: 1st - $1500     2nd - $800     3rd - $300
Ladies Division: 1st - $200     2nd - $100
Juniors Only Boats Division - Based on 60% of Juniors registration.
(All Juniors will receive award for participating)
